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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
1. PROJECT LOCATION AND PUBLIC PURPOSE

Department of Land Acquisition, District Kodena, Government of Jharkhand is planning
to construction of a bypass road at Jainagar village of Jainagar Block of Kodarma District
of Jharkhand. For the purpose?2.27Acre of land would be required. The proposed land
includes private (agricultural, noragricultural including homestead land) as well as the
government land. The acquisition of agricultural, homestead and nagricultural land
may lead to socieeconomic changes in the project area. Accordingly, to assess the
changes, socieeconomic survey in selected villagé Jainagar Block under Koderma
District for the proposed Bypass Road was undertaken

The project will entail a multitude of benefits for the people othe village Jainagaiand
the local people of the surrounding areas. The project will have following benefits for the
people:

1 Problem of heavy trafic Jams will get solved

2. Time Saving

3. Alternative way of transportation

4. Employment opportunities during the construction, operationpost construction

and maintenance period of project

The scope of the present study was to obtain the necessary details of families likely to be
affected (land owner / absentee land lord, agricultural labour / other dependent on the
land proposed to be acquired) such as total land, land to be acquired by the project, land
left, production from the land, loss of income due to land loss or loss of indirestome,
movable and immovable assets, etc. For this, we require to carry out amépth Socic
Economic Survey (SES) of the families likely to ladfected. On the basis of the
interpretation and analysis of the data and information collected through
individual/family/village profiles, the study will not only provide an insight into the social
and economic condition of the people likely to baffected by the proposed project and

its impact on them, but will also help in the preparation of an appropriateitigation
measures along with various community development activitieswhich will lead to
mitigate negative impacts and will lead to positive development through new avenues
for income enhancement through different economic activities like shops and services

2. SIZE AND ATTRIBUTION OF LAND ACQUISITION

The approwed length of the bypass road is about.5 km. The identified stretch of land is
adjacent and the totalland proposed to be acquired for the bypass road &2.27acres.
There is not any Forest Land propodeo be acquired for theproposed project. Only two
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such incidenthas been foundwhere the homestead land is need to be acquire and that is
only 0.5 acre Rest of the land proposed to be acquire is agricultural land which is
covering 14.11 acre of lanNo waterbody proposed to be acquire in theentire process.

The details of land proposed to be acquired is presentedAmnnexure-1

3. ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED

Considering the current difficulties associated with land acquisition, mostly due to the
scarcity ofthe land factor that increases the pressure on this resource, there is a strong
need to find alternatives to land acquisition. Moreover, it is possible to consider
processes that encourage populations to become actors of development projects and
thus, release the pressure on land ownership and pacify related disputes.

In this particular case of the land acquisition for the construction of bypass road at
Jainagar bare minimum land is requiredhe road generally passes through green field
The selected land for this particular purpose has been identified after a lot of discussion
with the experts and after taking into account many factors including minimal acquisition
of land, contiguity of land area required etclt was found that, no other route for the
proposed bypass road was feasible wherein lesser or alternative acquisition of land could
be proposed.

4. SOCIAL IMPACT ASSESSMENT

Social Impact Assessment (SIA) is helpful to identify and measure the magnitude of the
social impacts or potental social impacts of project and to identify options for mitigation.

In the process ofSIAboth positive and negative impact of the proposed project has been
considered.The prime negative impact of the project has been assessed addntified.
For the proposed bypass road construction, approximateB2.27Acre of land would be
required and proposed to be acquired from Jainagar village. Therefore the impact of land
acquisition at village level mighnhot be significant as it mighinot change the atire land
use pattern at village level.

The positive impacts of any infrastructural project are loAgrm and applicable to both
affected and nonaffected population. Positive impacts are the visible indicators of
economic development. The positive impast are visible from the infrastructural
development itself and different income generating activities during the project period
and after the completion of the project.
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For the proposed project, land has been identified excluding the homestead land from
the village Jainagar under Jainagdlock of Kodema District. Therefore the impact on
residential houses/homestead land would be almost insignificant.

5. Nature, Present Use and Classification of Land

Land is the basic resource. A comprehensive estimation of landuse and potentials of the
fallow and wastelands is imperative for policy planning in rural development,
environmental protection, wasteland development,agriculture, pisciculture etc. at
village level. For the proposed bypass, approximately 15 acres of land would be required
from the village Jainagar. The analysis of land proposed to be acquired from the selected
village reveals that out of total area ofdnd of the village, only 4.08% land may be
acquired The land proposed to be acquired for the bypass road is being usedtbg
project affected familiesfor cultivation. Only 0.5 acre of land has been identified which is
homestead and the owner are stayinfpr yearsHowever, thereis noirrigation facility on
any of these plots & the familiesre totally dependenton rain feed agriculture There are
only 2 families that would be displaced due to the proposed acquisition dand for the
bypass road.

6. Structures on the Land Proposed to be acquired

There are no sites of archaeological importance or sacred groves within fireject area
which are gettingtotally or partially affected and for which the project authoritiesneed

to relocate in alternative de. The project authorities would relocatea primary school
which is getting partially affected. The identification of alternative site will be dondy
the project authority in consultation with the local user population of that particular
common property. The alternative site for construction will be provided by the
Government In case government land is not available, the project authorities will have to
buy land to replace thecommon property.

Thereare only two number of household that need to be relmate from the land selected
for acquisition. Identification of alternative site for the construction of new house will be
done by the project authority or they can construct in other place where their own land is
available. The authority will compensate fathe construction of new house.

7. Directly Affected

The project will impactdirectly to 213 number of families in the selecteproject site.
Impact of the project on thehouseholds affecteddue to the project is very minorMinor
impacts are there where the loss of house orloss of means of livelihood, either
agricultural or commercialis very insignificant Although, most of the population of the
project affected householdswho are losing their land due to the road construction are
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farmers and dep&dable only on agriculture but the land selected for the proposed
project isvery small and will noteffects on their livelihood.

8. Scheduled Tribes & Other Traditional Forest Dwellers

A total 213 no of household will baffected due to construction of thebypass road in the
village Jainagar. Out of the total householdffected 2.9% households are from Schedule

BYPASZS

Castecommunity and 47.8% are from OBC categories. There are no such families belongs

to Schedule Tribe. The acquisition will not commence in anyefst area.

9. Depended on the Land being acquired as Primary Source of Livelihood

None of the family that islosing land due to proposed acquisition for the bypass roasl
dependedon the proposed land as a primary source of livelihood. Althoutjiey are
cultivating on the land proposed to be acquired, all théamilies own more land apart
from the land that is proposed to be acquired from them. The langroposed to be
acquired isnot the only land that the family owned. Also, since theres noirrigation
facility and the people solely depended on rainfall, the outpus quite low and is
notenough to sustain the family. As a result, despite cultivating, in majority of families,
the adultmembers of the family worked as daily wage labourers ingmearby areas.

10. Impact on Land, Livelihoods and Income

Due to acquisition of agricultural land for the proposed project, there will be negative
impact on the crop production of the project area. The main crop of this region is paddy.
Wheat is grown in fewpatches in the regionbut that us nit oart of the project acquired

land. The agricultural lands in the project area are not very rich and fertile, as well as the

irrigation facilities are also very poor or almost absent in the project area. Therefore, the
overall impact of crop production would be insignificant.

Generation of direct and indirect employment which was not available throughout the
year at the preproject days. It may be pertinent to mention here that anyoad
construction has restricted diret job opportunities per se but generates a lot of
downstream employment facilitating boom in the local economy.

11. Impact on Physical Resources

Some timber as well as avenue/fruit trees are likely to la#fected due to proposed
acquisition of land in all theaffected village. Some of these are privately owned, while
others are common property as growing in Government land. The trees are either timber
trees like Gamhar, Shisham, etc., or fruit trees like Jackfri\tango, etc. In case of fruit
trees, the families owning them will lose the revenue that used to come by selling the
fruits.
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The impact on livestock of theaffected population is an indirect one. Although they will
not be disturbed, their grazing area del to the acquisition of land may get reduced and
there might be difficulty faced by theaffected people to collect their fodder from the
nearby area. This problem may induce tlafected population to sell their livestock

12. MITIGATION MEASURES

In view of Jharkhand Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition,
Rehabilitation and Resettlement Rules, 20@overnment of Jharkhand is considering to
formulate its Land Acquisition and Resettlement & Rehabilitation Policy. The brief detall
of resettlement & rehabilitation measures to be adopted foaffective rehabilitation and
improvement in quality of life ofaffected population due to land acquisition and setting
up of the proposed project is presented in subsequent sections

13. ASSESSMENT OF SOCIAL COST AND BENEFITS

Compensation Summary

As per theJharkhand Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition,
Rehabilitation &Resettlement Rule2015, responsibility of dispersal of the compensation
amount will be of theOffice of the Deputy Commissioner of Kderma district. For the
compensationfor the acquisition, following matter has to be taken in to account.

Final Conclusion & Recommendation on Acquisition

From the analysis it can be concluded that the basic amenities and infrastructural
facilities like education, health, electrification, banking and road networking are
accessible tothe people of the project area. People are mostly dependent on agriculture
and daily labour work for fulfil their daily needsAgriculture is depending on monsoon
rain. Hectricity is not available for agricultural use in the area.

Finally, it must be ensured that while working for the resettlement and rehabilitation of

affected population, it is theaffected population who should be put into the centrality of

all efforts. The interventions should aim at twin objectives, first to ensure definite means

to counter impoverishment risks much before the commencement of theroject.

Secondly, it is necessary to initiate a process towards empowering them through

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DETAILED PROJECT DESCRIPTION

1. Background of the Project

Department of Land Acquisibn, Kodarma is planning to construct bypass road in
Jainagar Block in Kodarma District of Jharkhand. For the purpog2.27Acre of land
would be required in Jainagar villag&he proposed land includesgricultural as well as
non-agricultural including homestead land The required land is proposed to be acquired
from the selectedland ownersof the project village The acquisition ofagricultural and
homestead land may lead to socieconomic changes in the project area. Accordingly, to
assess the changes, Socezonomic survey in selected village of Jainagar Block for the
proposed bypass road was undertaken as per the guideline andtiastions provided by
the Department from time to time. Before commencement of the socieconomic survey
concerned Authorities were consulted for their guidance and support and also for
providing the required secondary data of concerned village/mouza/blddistrict, etc.

As per the suggestion of the Kodarma District Authority the field survey was conducted
between 4th March to 8th March, 2017 athe selected village under Jainagar Block.
During the socieeconomic survey, structured questionnaire was usefdr house hold
survey as well as capturing of profile of selected villages in terms of availability of basic
amenities, demographic profile, land use pattern, etc. Besides the questionnaire survey,
focus group discussion was also conducted to assess themounity need for local area
development. Various stakeholders involved in the community welfare and alternate
livelihood generation were also interviewed and their opinions for the same were
recorded. The sample copy of questionnaire used for the purpose appended in
Annexure2and Annexure3.

2. Rational for the project

The Proposed Acquisition Serves Public Purpose

To improve mobility and achieve equitable development of the block Jainagar, Koderma
District authority has set targets to increase road density by constructing nevwpass
road and improving conditions of the existing road networkThe bypass road will pass
through the village Jainagar only and deongest the market place of Jainagar and
Koderma Markachho road which is very narrow in naturéSuch vehicles whichdo not
have to halt in themarket of Jainagarwould follow the bypass roue and would move
from theperiphery areas instead of entering the populated and inhabited areand
market place of Jainagar This bypass will helpsuch vehicles to pass through without
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getting stuck in the traffic and also help ease themovement of local viekes smoothly
and safely.

Acquisition of Bare Minimum Land Needed for the Project

The land is mainly required for the construction of bypass road in the village Jainagar. For
the construction of the bypass road it is essential to acquire the lanthe acquisition of
land for the project shall displace people from their home, livelihood base, since land is a
threatened commodity in the said project area Efforts have been made to keep land
requirement to the barest minimum by so choosing the alignmé&nthat the acquisition

of land and other common propertyis minimal.Compensation shall be paid accordingly,
for relocation of residential buildings, agriculture land, open land likely to lzdfected
due to the proposed project.

Potential Benefits Hugely Outweighs the Deemed Costs

The project will entail a multitude of benefits for the people othe village Jainagar and
the local people of the surrounding areas. The project will have following benefits for the
people:

The prime positive impacts of théypass are as follows:

a) Development of transport and communication facilitieslt has been expected
that the construction of a new road will increase theaumber and frequency of
vehicles in the area. As a resufieople can move frequently to theone place to
other. People of the village can send their products to the market outside the
village and also catring necessarygoodsinside the village verysmoothly.

b) Problem of heavy traffic jams will get solved In the present road condition,
traffic jam is not an avoidable problem in the locality. The road which is passed
through the middle of the village Number of shopsand residential buildingsare
there both side of the road which make it very narrow in nature. There is not any
pavement present beside the roadand people have to move over the roadAs the
road is a block road which is connecting the district dead quarter Koderma and
blocks of Jainagar and Markachho, a number of vehicles are running daily in this
road which causes the massive traffijam in themarket place of the village. It has
been expected that after coming out the new bypass road the problem of traffic
jam will be decrease as the vehicles will use bypass road who need not require to
stop inside the market place.

c) Saving in trawel time: As a result of traffic jammore time is neeed to move from
one place to another.For the construction of the bypass roadin the village,
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problem of traffic jam is expected to reduce. Now people can travel smoothly
without any traffic congestion with a laser time.

d) Reduce chance of accidenfThe market place of the villages an accident prone
areadue to many shop and residential house as well as school is there just beside
the market. The new bypass road is expecting to reduce the number of vehicles
and traffic jam in this area. As a result the number of accident is expecting to
reduce.

e) New Business ActivitiesThe construction of new bypass road will help the people
of the village to come up with anew business. They can open new shop or can
start any productive activities in the village as the transportation is the product
will be easie than before. Due to the increment in the market activities the
purchasing power of the population will also be increased.

3. Approvals and Clearances Obtained

According to theEIA notification,the construction of the proposed bypass road does not
require prior environmental clearance from the concerned authority. The proposed
bypass road is not passing through any wildlife sanctuary or ecologically sensitive area.
There were some trees that wilneed to be felled For the plantationin the private land

any clearanceis not required from any department.

4. Examination of the alternatives

It was taken during the detailed design of the project preparation to minimize the loss
under land acquisition Through suitable engineering design attempts have been made to
confine the project area in the government land and in available Right of way where
feasible. This has been done with proper consultation with the local people and
affectedcommunities. Theirsuggestions were taken in the project design. Measures are
also followed to minimise the resettlement like selection of the project sites covering

common property land, and preferred open land instead of habitation and building

structures etc.

5. Phases of project construction

The construction work of the proposed bypass road is proposed to commence
immediately afteracquisition of theland identified and relocation of the houses of the
population need to relocate due to the construction of the hyyass road. ie proposed
bypass pad would be completed within 12 months of the commencement of the work of
construction of the road.
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6. Need for ancillary infrastructural facilities

For the construction of the proposed bypass road, no additional ancillary
infrastructuralfacility required.

7. Work force requirements

The proposed bypass road will be constructed using ready mix materials. It is estimated
thatthe complete construction of the proposed bypass road will take arourB T | T 1T OEOS
time. It is envisaged that the construction of the bypass road will lead tosigkint
generation of employment for the local population, especially the
unskilled/semiskilledlabour force during the construction period.

Apart from the above, there were 4 Research Investigators who were involved in data
collection from the field. All of them were Graduate or above and have more than 4 years
of data collectionwork on various socieeconomic indicators.
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2. METHODOLOGY

The Socieeconomic Impact Assessment study has been conducted using primary data as
well as secondary data available with the District/Block and Revenue officials of the area,
census records, land reords, etc. Interview with the local people and discussions with
community, Government offices, voluntary agencies of the area were an important
component of the study.

For assessment of baseline social inventory for the likely to ladfected village, a
structural questionnaire was developed and filled in during the field survey. For individual
profile of all the project affectedfamilies of the village a structured questionnaire was
developed. The same was filled up during the dotw-door field survey and the
information so collected was authenticated through crosserification and verification
through other sources. A Participatory Rural Appraisal (PRA) exercise with the
involvement of various stakeholders in providing information about the common
property resources and developmental infrastructure was an important aspect of the
methodology involved. The assessment of soceonomic status and lifestyle of women
and other vulnerable categories of persons viz., tribals, indigenous people, children and
the aged, was given special attention and their needs were clearly brought out in the
study.

All data collected through the survey were computerized on MS Office on household
basis and the study as a whole. All data and information collected through the study was
analysed and interpreted. The analysed data has been presented through tables, graphs
and maps besides the interpreting text. In the interpretation, equal weightage was given
to both the qualitative and quantitative aspects, so that a balanced view of the impact of
land acquisition, need of theaffected persons, and their priorities couldbe clearly
brought out. Such an approach not only facilitates appropriate planning but also results
in the development of thoseaffected by the project.

2.1 IDENTIFICATION OF FAMILY LIKELY TO BE AFFECTED

SUPP®T was suppliedhe list of project affected households of the ProjectAffected
Villagedelineating the tentative project boundaries for Jainagar bypass. The secio
economic team was employed for the identification and verification exercise of families
likely to be affected with the help of list provided by the department. The team initially
identified the hamletwise families likely to beaffected. Then for each family head of
household was identified and detail survey was undertaken.
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2.2 DATA COLLECTION PROCEDURE

To ascertain the socieeconomic status of families likely to beaffected, Census Survey
(CS) as well as Socieconomic Survey (SES) was conducted to establish the monitoring
and evaluating parameters. These were supplemented by follow up survey through
participatory methods.

CENSUS SURVEYS|C

A Census Survey covers all the projeaffected households of the village Jainagar. It
provides a complete inventory of the households and their status. The census survey
inter-alia includes collection of information about the following:

a. The resource bse including land, water and forest etc., with an assessment
of its ecological development in the preproject condition.

b. Economic base of the persons likely to baffected including the modes and
magnitude of production, consumption pattern, related economic
institutions and allocation of various productive resources.

c. Household census covering immovable properties owned by families likely to
be affected and other resourcesn their possession or use.

d. The social structure, norms, customs, cultural centres, traditions, patterns of
leadership and institutions of social networking.

e. ldentification of sharecroppers, encroachers and agricultural day labourers,
and those personswho do not hold land but are dependent on it for their
livelihood.

f. Identification of vulnerable groups such as old, handicapped, orphans and
destitute, etc.

2.3 SOCIO-ECONOMIC SURVEY (SES)

This is an integral part of Socieconomic Impact Assessment (SIA) study. It was carried
out through a household questionnaire. This provided data on the likely impact of land
acquisition on the local economy, economic institution, langse pattern, tenany and

share cropping, occupation and employment pattern, income and economic
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interdependence between households, poverty levels, local social organizations and
AOOET OEOU OOOBOAOOOAR xi i Al 6 BcobRiOTOEFEERO AT A
provided information on:

SES was carried out on a totalffected population present in the vicinity of the project
area through a household questionnaire. The soed@onomic questionnaire primarily
covered the following items: social groups, family by type and size, education, ownership
of structures, occupation, income, profile of woren with respect to their marriage age,
income, health, children and time disposition, livestock, housing details, assets,
expenditure patterns and indebtedness.

2.4 FOLLOW UP SURVEY

These were carried out to ascertain the opinion of the local people on cerntdocus area
like relocation sites, vulnerable groups, income restoration, specific assistance,
marginalization through participatory methods.

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2.5 FIELD SURVEY

The SUPPORT team visited the project site on 17th January 2017 and met District as well
as Block officials to commence the field survey. The field survey started from 8th
February, 2017 in the village and coteped on 20th February, 2017. During the field visit,
the FGDand gram sabhavere conducted at the selected village to identify the need of
basic infrastructure development in theffected village.

During the socieeconomic survey the discussions were ltewith various representatives

of concerned gram panchayets as well as other government officials to assess the
various developmental schemes being implemented in the project area and also to
identify the thrust areas for future development.

2.6 ASSESSMENT OF IMPACT

After the baseline data collection, the potential social impacts have been assessed and as
far as possible, quantified and prioritized. The analysis distinguished direct impacts,
indirect impacts and cumulative impacts and identified significanimpacts and/or
particularly sensitive issues. The aim of the assessment was to analyze the nature and
magnitude of the project impacts and to identify options for mitigating the social impacts
that have been identified. One of the principal aims was to ame that no unnecessary
displacement or loss of livelihood occurs, the land acquisition being reduced to the
absolute minimum needed for the project.

2.7 PUBLIC CONSULTATION

As a part of social impact assessment, public consultation has been made with thepr
focus on following stakeholders:
1 Local leaders at the panchayat level and other local opinion formers.
2. Representatives of the State Government (Collector and Block Officers).
3. Representatives of the keyine agencies (rural development, healtheducation,
agriculture, etc).
4. Representatives of religious groupsminorities and other vulnerable groups that
are likely to beaffected.
5. Local NGOs and other organizations (mahila mandals, SHGs, etc).

The series of focus group discussions/meetings werenducted with abovementioned
group of people initially during the field survey i.e. 8th February, 2017 to 20th February,
2017 to appraise them regarding the proposed project, extent of land requirement, likely
socioeconomic impact on local people and nasures proposed to be adopted for
minimizing the same. Subsequently, the detailed interview was conducted with various
local government representatives, political leaders and other stakeholders. This allowed
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for greater diversity and opinion, and more focged discussion on critical social issues
likely to beaffected and affective mitigative measures required to minimize the same.

2.8 Tools Used to Collect Information for SIA

During the data collection for the Social Impact Assessment, mainly two type of tools
were used as mentioned below

x Household Questionnaire:The household questionnaire is used for collection
of the information from each and every householdaffected due to the
construction of the project. The householdquestionnaire covered social
groups, family by type and size, education, ownership of structures,
occupation, income, profile of women with respect to their marriage age,
income, health, children and time disposition, livestock, housing details,
assets, expenditure patterns and indebtedness the households.

x Village Questionnaire The village questionnaire is used for gathering
information of the project affected village including education, health,
drinking water, communication facilities available with in the village and all
other amenities available for the people living in the village. Village
guestionnaire also includesthe demographic information of the project
affected village.

2.9 Sampling Methodology Used

As the households are preselected and very small in number, sosampling was dne
while collecting data for the study. All the families in theelected village currently
owning the land to be acquired for the proposed bypass road were covered during the
detailed household survey.

2.10 Overview of Information/Data Sources Used

Both the primary as well as escondary data were collected for the study.Before going for
data collection/discussions and #depth interviews in the field, intensivetraining session
was organized. All issues were read out one by one and the intention of
thestatement/question was discussed and explained. This was done to sensitize the
teammembersinvolved with the whole process of data collection and related activities
on each and every questionand issues in both households and village level
guestionnaires.Study of he secondary data wasilso undertaken. Secondary data of the
proposed bypass road was collected from the office of the District LandAcquisition
Officer (DLAO),Koderma. This data/information was studied in detail and extracts of
therelevant portions have leen incorporated in this report.
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2.11 Schedule of Consultations with Key Stakeholders

Consultative procedure has been a critical but important phase in the entire Social Impact
Assessment process. The consultation process will be continued till the preparatain
Social Impact Management Plan (SIMP). While social impact assessment ensured
involvement of local communities through participatory planning, structured
consultations and public hearing have to be conducted at village level to endorse
important planning approaches and policies. It is hoped that linkages developed during
this phase will ensure the involvement of stakeholders in the implementation of the
project. Following section highlights type of consultations.

Type of Consultation

Information Dissemination: The dissemination process and the type of information
shared with the stakeholders during consultation are described below:

x While undertaking the household survey, information dissemination
focused on the proposed project characteristics, landidth required for
the construction of the proposed bypass road.

The overall objective of these consultations was to ensure that the local people can
participate in the project specific studies and theywere encouraged to express
theirconcerns and opinions. Their suggestions/preferences which were shared by the
stakeholders, local people and bodies are included in preparation of SIA report.
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2.12 Brief Description of Public Hearing Conducted

In order to make the implementation process transparent, a series of public disclosure
meetings were held.

2. Entire Area of Impact under the Influence of the Project

As part of strengthening the road network in the block for smoother and safer
movement ofvehicular traffic, a new bypass road was needed to be builttime Block
This bypass road willrun throughlainagar village of Jainagar Block

The major findings and magnitude of impacts of the proposdxypass roadare discussed

in the following sections. The project impacts have been classified into different
categories such as impacts on land, impacts on th&ected families and their livelihood
resources, impacts on structures and impacts on the common property resources. The
proposed bypasswill have a number of positive and negative impacts. In general the
proposed project shall bring following positive impacts:

x Generate Employment opportunity: During the construction phase of the
project there will be need ofskilled and unskilled manpower. The opportunity
will be given to the projectaffected families as well as other people of the
village.

x Economic Growth Dwe to new employment generation in the village, the
income as well as the expenditure capacity of the people will increase.

x Safety in Travelling:Due to the construction of the bypass road the scope of
accident will be reduce and people can travel safely.

x Traffic DecongestionPresently traffic jam is a big problem in the project
affected as the road is narrow and there is many shops and residential house
both side of the road. After construction of the bypass, the vehicles can use
the bypass road to avoid the traffic jam.

x Save Fossil Fuelt has been found that during the traffic conggtion many of
the vehicle remain on and consuming fuel. Due to the construction of the
bypass road,the traffic will be less as well as the fuel consumption will also
decrease.

x Reduce Levels of Air PollutionAs we know during the traffic congestion the
vehicle remain on and burn the fuel which is causes more air pollution in the
surrounding area. But when the bypass road will be in operation, the traffic
will reduce, vehicle will stay less time and air pdilon will definitely reduce.

The proposed project is not so positive for a section of people / projeaffected families.
Thenegative impacts on these people include:
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x Loss of Land A total 211 number of family will lose their agriculture land that is
asource of income of those family. Due to this incident, the family income will
go down from the agriculture sources.

x Loss of some Residential structureShere are only two number of project
affected family who are losing their house due to the construction of the road.

x Loss of livelihood The people who are losing their agriculture land also losing
their means of livelihood partly but not in fully. Because agriculture is the main
source of income @ the people of the village.

x Lossof common property: Land acquisition is also impact on the common
property of the project affected area. In this particular case there is not so
many common property proposed to be acquire. There is a school building
need to be relocate or it may be possible if the road can be diverted. In that
case another household will baffected and need to be rebcate.

3. Total Land Requirement for the Project

For the construction of the proposed bypass a total 14.61 acre of land is needed. As the
length of the road is about 1.5 km and stretch of road is aboB® metre. All the land
proposed to be acquire is privie land. There is not any government land available which
can be acquire for the proposed project.

4. Present Use of Any Public, Unutilized Land in the Vicinity

There is no land that has been acquired in the vicinity area in the past for the purpose of
theproposed bypass road which remains unutilized.

5. Land Already Purchased, Alienated, Leased or Acquired

Government has not purchased any land from the people of the village. The required
land has been acquire as per the government act from the farmers of the village. The
total land proposed to be acquire is 14.61 acre.

6. Intended Use of Each Plot of Land Required for the Project

There are 213 number of plot proposed to be acquire for the projected bypa&$.the
plots proposed to be acquired will be used only for the proposed bypass road. Noother
use of any of these plots was intended.

7. Nature, Present Use and Classification of Land

The stretch of land proposed to be acquired for the bypass road is being usedabyost
all the families for cultivation purpose. However, theras notany irrigation facility from
any sourceson any of theseplots and the familiesre totally dependent on rainfallfor
the cultivation on the said landThe proposed land area are mostly laterite soil with the
patches of clay where the crop production is restricted to paddy. During the household
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survey it has been found that except 2 projecaffected family all other family do
agriculture work in the proposed land.

8. If Agricultural Land, Irrigation Coverage & Cropping Patterns

Out of the total 14.61 acre of land,ear about 97% of the total landrppose to be acquire

is agriculture land. The soil of the area is mostly laterite and for which the crop
production is restricted in only paddy. People amependable on rainfall in the monsoon
for the cultivation. The land proposed to acquire cropped oncéen a year due to
unavailability of irrigation.

The average production of paddy in the area is 11 quintads acre and rate of the paddy

in the market is Rs.1560.00 per quintal. So the total crop production will reduce by 160.71
qguintal when the acquigion will take place. Total financial loss would be Rs.250707.60
for the said construction.

Out of this total 213 number of farmer, only 2 farmer
found who will lose their house as well as homestead land and they need to relocate.

As it was stated that whole of thdand proposed to be acquire is agriculture land instead
of only two homestead land, survey sound that there is not any tenants residing in the
proposed land to be acquire. People who are losing their land have their own land.

4. Dependent on Common Property Resources which will be affected due to
Acquisition of Land for their Livelihood

No common property resource was beingffected which will impact the livelihood of
theaffected persons due to the land acquisition.

5. Have been Residing on any Land in the Urban Areas for Preceding 3 Years or
More Prior to the Acquisition of the Land

None of the families from whom land was proposed to be acquired has been residing on
anyland in the urban areas for the preceding 3 years or more.

6. Depended on the Land being acquired as a Primary Source of Livelihood for

3 Years Prior to the Acquisition
None of the family that was losing land due to proposed acquisition for the bypass
roaddepended on the proposed land as a primary source of livelihood. Althouginmers
are cultivating on the land proposed to be aguired, all the families owned more land
apart from the land that wasproposed to be acquired from them. The land proposed to
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be acquired was not the only landthat the family owned. Also, since there was no
irrigation facility and the people solelgependedon rainfall, the yieldisquite low and not
enough to sustain the family. Asa result, despite cultivating, in majority of families, the
adult members of the family workedas daily wage labourers in the nearby areas.

2. Demographic profile of the Block
Since the people constitute the essence and focus of any seempnomic activity, it

5.1 shows the related population distribution, sex ratio, population density and literacy
rate of Jainagar and Kodarma. The population of Jainagar is around 13.96% of total
population of the District The sex ratio (number of females per thousand males) is 950 in
the Block against 948 of country District.

b) Major Sources of Drinking Water

Major sources of the supply of drinking water are public hand pumps/tube-wells and wells
in the villages. Very few people have their own private tube wells. Most of the people have
to bring drinking water from public tube wells, which are at distances up to 0.5 ¢ 2 km from
their houses. There are about 9 public hand pump/tube-wells in villages. Most of them are
being maintained properly functional and only approx. 30% are non-functional due to the
poor maintenance and also during the summer season, some tube wells are of no use
because of the inadequate depth.

The people here majorly called themselves
followers of Muslim religion. People here celebrated various festivals based primarily on
different agricultural seasons.

Although traditionally, the people of the area followed the head of the village on all
social, cultural and religious matters, for administragvpurpose the various departments
of the Government and their functionaries at the district and the block level administered
the area. With the setting up of the Panchayati Raj System in the State of late, the
Panchayati Raj Institutions in the area hadsal started making their presence felt
gradually.

d) Political Organizations

Although there are some Self Help Group
present in the village but the activijg of those are limited with the members of the
specific group.Their activities is mainly related to the financial transaction not related to
any voluntary or developmental activities.

f) Regional Dynamics & Historical Change Processes

There is not any industry in the village or adjacent village where people make themselves
involve for livelihood activities.Working as casual labouand agriculture is themajor
source of livelihood for the local population which was primarily less eduedt or
uneducated. With no irrigation facility, irregular monsoon, small land holdings, little
investment capacity,less waiting capacity for the crops to harvest played a major role in
deciding the lifestyle of the people of the area.

10. Quality of the LivingEnvironment
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a) Perceptions, Aesthetic Qualities, Attachments and Aspirations

The peopleliving in the village follow the traditional social habits. All the different
community of the society live together with in the village. The village is dominating by
the Muslim population, but the people of Hindu community is also living along with
them. Thepeople here primarilywork in agriculture in their own land and agriculture
labour and also a nonagricultural labour within the village as well as outside of the
village. More than 55% of the adults arehdy are aware of severalinitiatives &
interventions which were diectly linked to their lives andwellbeing, like,awareness
about health, personal hygiene, community sanitation, intake of nutritious
food,importance of children's education, developmental schemes of the Government,
etc.There are many youths who are educated but had no vocational training or
additionalskill sets to be able to become employable and become socially and
economically seldependent and hae an identity of their own. As a result, they lacked
confidence. Affortsare required to bring in and give direction to the raw energy of the
youth in the area so thattheir constructive contribution to the society was ensured.

b) Settlement Patterns

People of the village Jainagar are like to live in a cluster where all the houses are very
close to each other. Habitation are settled just beside the main road or the village road.
Agriculture lands are just near by the settlement cluster and all the agiture lands are
closeto each other.

c) Type of Houses

1.  Framework and approach to identify impacts

Social Impact Assessment is agffort to assess in advance the social consequences
thatare likely to follow a particular action. It is a process that provides a framework
forprioritizing, gathering, analyzing and incorporating social information and
participation intothe design and delivey of developmental interventions. It ensures that
developmentinterventions were informed and take into account the key relevant social
issues and alsoincorporate a participation strategy for involving a wide range of
stakeholders.With the help of the soclampact assessment findingsfforts can be made
to work outalternative mitigation measures and possible solutions to potential conflicts.
It also assists inhaving in place a proper monitoring program/team that is capable of
identifying deviationsfrom the proposed action, any unanticipated impacts and possible
solutions. This would helptotrack the real impacts and help to compare with the
projected ones.

2.  Description of Impacts at Various Stages of the Project Cycle

(a) Pre-Construction Phase

Due to the @nstruction of the bypass road, no negative impact is foreseen in this stage.
Assuch, due to thdand proposed to be acquired in the villages, only 2 familiedl get
displaced. Rest of the familiesre only losing a part of their land and not theirplacef
residence. All the families will be monetarily compensated for the land lost by themas per
the prevailing Government norms. There has not been anysignificant sale or purchase of
land in the area. As a result, the question of land speculationimetareadid not arise.
There is not anystress of uncertainty in the area on any issue.Adequate information
dissipation and community participation from time to time had beenundertaken by
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functionaries related to the construction of the bypass road in the area tatigate any
unfounded fear and uncertainty among the local people associated with theproject.

(b) Construction Phase

For a typical project, the construction phase involved clearing land, building access
roads,developing utilities, etc. Displacement and relotan of people, if necessary,
occurredduring this phase. As has been mentioned before, there will be displacement of
only 2family due to the construction of the bypass road.As such, major occupation of
more than 45 percent of the adult male population in heworking age groupis non-
agriculture labour. Thereis sufficient labour force availablelocally and therés no need
for immigration of construction work force from outside.The aredas a naturally dusty
environment and the plants, animals and the humar®erehad adapted to live in these
conditions. Hence, therds no new adverse health impactdue to the construction of the
bypass road on those who continue to live close to theconstruction site.

(c) Operation Phase

As such, there will not be very huge manpoweequirement for the construction phase
ofthe bypass road that a large work force will be required to be brought from places far
andwide. Local available manpower will be able to do the required work. There will be
severalnew social and economic benefits # will accrue to the local people due to
improvedinfrastructure, without any change in the social fabric of the area.

(d) De-commissioning Phase
There is no question of deommissioning the bypass road. Hence, no adverse impact
onthis account.

3 Social Impacts to Different Sections of the Society
(a) Impact on Land, Livelihoods and Income

(i) Level and Type of Employments

The project involves construction and requires land and changes in the land use pattern
of the project land and its vicinity fothe construction of bypass roadin the case of this
project, the number of villageaffectedis only one.The acquisition of suchan area will
change the land use byaffecting people in terms of change of their place of residence,
loss of access to agriculiral field, loss of common properties likeschool. Loss of land
may have a direct bearing upon the livelihood of thaffected people as the local
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economy isprimarily based on the labouand agriculture. In this project context, there is
no much scope ofilvelihood loss because of the less amount of land acquisition.

(b) Employment Patterns & Income Levels
The prevailing major employment option available to the people of the areas non-
agriculturelabour. Hence, the prevailing employment pattern also suitedhe
totalpopulation and opportunity will be available to all in the jobs generated due to
thebypass road. The women received payments at the same rate as the men in the
area;hence on construction of the bypass road, equal opportunity with equal income
levelswill be available to all without any discrimination.

(c) Food Security
There was no scarcity of food in the area. No case of starvation was observed and
thepoor food habit of the area was primarily due to their typical lifestyle deprived of
thepertinent awareness & knowledge level of healthy food habit. With no major -in
migrationexpected due to the construction of the bypass road, no food scarcity of any
sort wasexpected in the area.

(d) Standard of Living
The current standard of living of the people of the aeewas poor. This was primarily
dueto limited employment opportunity prevailing in the area. The land in the area
wasunfertile and with no irrigation facility available and high cost of agriculture, the
peopledid not cultivate much. Most of them were engag# as casual workers in the
localindustries.The construction of the bypass road was in no way adversafgcting the
employmentof large number of people in the area and was not impeding their income.
The standardof living of none, directly and indirectlgffected persons will beaffected
adversely.

(e) Access and Control over Productive Resources
No productive resources were being taken away from the people of the area nor
wasanybody being rendered jobless due to the said acquisition. As such there were
numberof alternative nonagricultural job opportunities available to the local people and
theaccess and control over productive resources of the area would remain unaltered.
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(f) Economic Dependency or Vulnerability
Since the construction of the bypass road was a laéively fair size job for a
limitedduration of time of 3 years, there was no major economic dependency or
vulnerabilitydue to it in the area.

(g) Disruption of Local Economy
Since, the construction of the bypass road was in no way adverselfecteding the
localeconomy, there will be no disruption of the same.

(h) Impoverishment Risks
There was no case of impoverishment risk due to the construction of the bypass road
inthe area, since no job or business interest was being adversaffected resulting in
lossof only source of income for any family.

4 Impact on Physical Resources

a) Impacts on Natural Resources, Soil, Air, Water, Forests

Compare with the total geographical area of the village, acquisition of the land for the
construction of the bypass road is very little. Soh¢ land proposed to be acquired for the
construction of the bypass road will not impact adversely in any way the natural
resources, soil, water of the area. Thewe not any tree which need tde felled. There is
not any forest land proposed to be acquired for the said project.

b) Pressures on Land & Common Property Natural Resources for
Livelihoods

As stated above, the land proposed to be acquired will be used for construction of
thebypass road. Hence, no adverse impact will happen on the common property
andnatural resources for livelihood in the area

5 Impacts on Private Assets, Public Services and Utilities

a) Capacity of Existing Health and Educational Facilities
No such land was proposed to be acquired which housed a health facility in the area.
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b) Capacity of Housing Facilities

On 91 plots houses havéeen built which will be lost as they stand on the land
areaproposed to be acquired. However, as sated earlier, only 21 families were
gettingdisplaced and out of these also only 7 families were such which will be
renderedlandless. Remaining 14 such fanslieave additional lands in the same village or
in theneighbouring villages where they could settle on displacement.

c) Pressure on Supply of Local Services

There will be no added pressure on supply of local services as neamigration
wasanticipated in thearea. The local people will be deployed for the jobs required to
beaccomplished.

d) Adequacy of Electrical & Water Supply, Roads, Sanitation &
WasteManagement System

Since no iAmigration will take place due to the construction of the bypass road, therewill
not be additional burden on public services and utilities in the area like electrical &water
supply, roads, sanitation & waste management system.

e) Impact on Private Assets Such as Bore Well, Temporary Sheds, etc.

There were some assets which were there dhe lands proposed to be acquired,details
of which is presented in Annexur®.

6 Health Impacts

As stated earlier, since there will not be any -migration due to the construction of
thebypass road, no adverse impact on éhhealth of the local people was expected.

As stated before, the stretch of land for the proposed bypass road has been identified
aftera lot of discussions with the experts and after taking into account many facs
includingminimal acquisition of land, contiguity of the land area required, overlapping of
approvedalignment of the bypass road proposeth Jainagar.

This Social Impact Management Plan (SIMP) has been prepared to mitigate negative
social impacts ofJainagar Bypass roa@ccording to JHLARR 208. The social Impact
Management Plan (SIMP) consists a set of mitigation, monitoring and institutional
measures to be taken during the design, construction and operational phases of the
project to eliminate advese social impacts or to reduce them to acceptable levels. The
main aim of the SIMP is to ensure that the various adverse impacts are mitigated and the
positive impacts are enhanced. The SIMP shall be implemented during the various stages
of the project viz pre-construction stage, construction stage and operational stage. A
description of the various management measures suggested during different stages of
the project is provided in following section.

This chapter deals with approach to mitigation, measurdée avoid or mitigate impacts,
compensate for impacts, institutional mechanism and roles and responsibilities of
agencies in implementing the social impact mitigation plan (SIMP).

2. Measures to avoid, mitigate and compensate impact:

Measures have been take to minimize the social impacts associated with land
acquisition by careful design and planning of the project. To minimize negative impacts
various other alignmentswill explore by the project authority. The present alignment
was designed carefully andlmned to avoid residential structures, common properties
and productive agriculture lands. However, there may be certain unavoidable impacts
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which needs to be addressed with a wellesigned and people centric mitigation plan to
reduce friction between theimplementing authorities and community.

4. Approach to mitigation of social impacts:

Recognising the social issues that can arise dueJainagarBypass Road project, a SIMP
has been prepared in line with national and state lavend policies. The SIMP for the
project is based on: The Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land
Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 281Based on the provisions of the
RFCTLARR 2B1the following principles will be adopted for rnitigation of social impacts
of the project: In accordance with the R&R measures suggested for the project, all
displaced households and persons will be entitled to a combination of compensation
packages and resettlement assistance depending on the naturé awnership rights on
lost assets and scope of the impacts including soeconomic vulnerability of the
displaced persons and measures to support livelihood restoration if livelihood impacts
are envisaged. Unforeseen impacts will also be mitigated in actance with the
principlesof the resettlement framework for this project. The displaced persons will be
entitled to the following six types of compensation and assistance packages:

+ Compensation for the loss of land, crops/ trees at their replacement cost;

+ Compensation for structures (residential/ commercial) and other immovable

assets at their replacement cost;
+ Compensation of loss business/ wage income (temporary and permanentfian
income restoration assistance;

+ Alternate housing or cash in lieu of house to physically displaces households
not having any house site;
Assistance for shifting and provision for the relocation site (if required), and
Rebuilding and/ or restoration otommunity resources/facilities.

+ Hforts should be made for the upliftment of women and marginal sections
like OBC categories by ensuring theparticipation in decision making and
enhancing their traditional skills and by developing new skills.

+ Project affected persons has requested for appropriate compensation from
the market value and job for their family members.

5. Income restoration activity training:

Training on Income generation activities such as tailoring, beauty parlour, computer
operating, driving, mobile repair, AC and Fridge repairinivestock farming, will be
provided to the displaced families to take up their alternative livelihootbr income
generation.

6. Placement linked training:

Placement linked training will be useful to people who have required qualifications but
do not possess necessary skills. In case of youth, who do not have qualification and skills,
they should be provided vith an opportunity to enhance their education qualification
along with their skill set. To serve this twin objectives, the interested youth shall be
enrolled in the bridge courses (preferably computer oriented) which will help them to
integrate with mainstream education/skill training system. At the end of the course,
students shall be able to choose their career options according to their preference.

7. Integration of Government schemes:

District administration should ensure eligible basic entittlements frothe government to

all the affected families. The provision of these entitlements will supplement the income
of the affected household. Out of213households, only 80 families are having MGNREGA
job cards Possession of a job card provides an opportunity fal00 days of wage
employment and health card helpstheaffected families to access treatment from
hospitals. This can supplement the income and health of a family. It is advisable to
investigate other relevant schemes which can be targeted towardéfected families.

8. Environmental Measures:

1 The policy related to the compensation of trees should be explained clearly
and maximum compensation should be paid.
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1 More and more trees should be planted, to reduce the pollution caused
during construction and implemetation of the project as the noise level
will be increased due to thevehiclemovement

1 Local trees should be preferred for plantation instead of alien decorative
trees.
