At the outset the following directions/ instructions were passed as desired by the
Department of Forest ,Ecology & Environment vide No. reference to the minutes issued by the
Department of Forest , Ecology & Environment vide No. FST/Lit/284/2016 Dated 26.07.2021
and action taken by the above mentioned officers were also discussed:-

1. Representative of General Manager DIC has submitted that the Mechanical work on the Common

Effluent Treatment plant is still pending due to languishing problem arised by the Company, however

* the pending civil work has been resumed and is going on . The General Manager SIDCO is strictly
directed ‘to complete the work in shortest period of time . The officer is further directed to report as to
how the units operating in Rangreth Estate are processing the E- Wastes.

2. The District Panchayat Officer Budgam officer is directed to furnish the action taken report with
regard to drives conducted along with the photographs, besides the officer shall ensure the work on
the sites identified and approved will be started at an earliest. The report in this regard shall reach to
this office within 10 days positively.

3. The District Mineral officer Budgam has submitted that during the current year (since july 2021)48
vehicles involved in illegal transportation /excavation have been seized from which fine to the tune of
Rs.620930/= have been realized . He further submitted that the ramps leading from auctioned blocks ,
exit points of the blocks stands also dismantled to control the illegal mining from Doodhganga ,
besides 5 vehicles belonging to brick kiln owners violating the Hon’ble High Courtdirections were
seized and handed over to Police Station Budgam and later fine to the tune of Rs. 61000/ stands
recovered from violators . The officer along with District Panchayat Officer is directed to submit the
action taken report with regard to resonation of the water bodies.

4. The representative of Chief Education Officer Budgam has submitted that the awareness
programmes on the environment pollution have been conducted and plantation drives have been done
; _however there is no space available now for plantation. The Chief Education Officer Budgam is
directed to provide the fuel and Sodium hypo chloride to all the Executive officers of the district for
