1. GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS 
 

1.1 For the Bidding / Tender Document Purposes, 'Office of the Collector 
Aurangabad shall be referred to as 'Client' and the Bidder / Successful Bidder shall 
be referred to as 'Contractor' and / or ‘Bidder’ or interchangeably. 
 
1.2 All documents should be upload online mode with given timetable.  
 
1.3 The tender documents may also be downloaded from this office’s website 
http://www.aurangabad.nic.in EMD and Tender fees pay only through net banking.  
 
1.4 Bidder is advised to go through all instructions and check the all documents 
before uploading.   
 
1.5 Each page of the Tender documents must be stamped and signed by the person or 
persons submitting the Tender in token of his/their having acquainted himself/ 
themselves and accepted the entire tender documents including various conditions of 
contract. Any Bid with any of the Documents not so signed is liable to be rejected at 
the discretion of the Client. NO PAGE SHOULD BE REMOVED/DETACHED 
FROM THIS BIDDING DOCUMENT. 
 
1.6 The bidder shall attach copy of the authorization letter / power of Attorney as the 
proof of authorization for signing on behalf of the Tendering Company / Firm / 
Tenderer. 
 
1.7 All Bidders are hereby explicitly informed that conditional offers or offers with 
deviations from the conditions of Contract, the bids not meeting the minimum 
eligibility criteria, Technical Bids not accompanied with EMD of requisite 
amount/format, or any other requirements, stipulated in the tender documents are 
liable to be rejected. 
 
1.8 The Bidding Company should only be a Limited / Private Limited Company, 
registered under the Companies Act, 1956.  Proprietorship & partnership companies 
registered under concerned Acts can also take part in bidding. 
 
1.9 The parties to the Bid shall be the 'Bidders' (to whom the work has been 
awarded) and the Office of the Collector Aurangabad. 
 
1.10 For all purposes of the contract including arbitration there under, the address of the 
bidder mentioned in the bid shall be final unless the bidder notifies a change of address 
by a separate letter sent by registered post with acknowledgement due to the Office of the 
Collector, Aurangabad. The bidder shall be solely responsible for the consequences of 
any omission or error to notify change of address in the aforesaid manner. 
 
1.11 The requirement of manpower is tentative and may increase or decrease at the sole 
discretion of the Client. 
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2. MINIMUM ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA 
 
The following shall be the minimum eligibility criteria for selection of bidders 
technically. 
 
a. Registration: The Bidder should be registered with the Income Tax Department and 
also registered under the labour laws, Employees Provident Fund Organisation, 
Employees State Insurance Corporation. 
b. Clearance: The Bidder should also have clearance from Sales/Service Tax 
Department, and Income Tax Department. Relevant proof in support shall be submitted. 
 
c. Experience: The Bidder should have certification under relevant Quality Standards 
and experience 
in the similar field of facility management in the Government Departments / Public 
Sector (Central or State) for the last three consecutive years. In case no bidder has 
provided government experience /public sector experience, then the bidders with 
experience in reputed organizations may be considered by the competent authority of the 
Client. 
 
d. The Bidder should have Net Worth of at least R̀s 50,00,000/- (Rupees Fifty lakhs 
only) as per the audited balance sheet of the year ending on 31st March, 2017. The Net 
Worth shall mean the sum of subscribed & paid up equity and reserves from which shall 
be deducted the sum of revaluation reserves, miscellaneous expenditure not written off 
and reserves not available for distribution to equity shareholders. 
 
e.The bidder should submit the clearance certificate of Income Tax for last three years 
(ie. 2015-2016, 2016-2017 and 2017-2018) (last three years returns) and clearance 
certificate of sales/service tax departments. 
 
2.1 Documents supporting the Minimum Eligibility Criteria 
 
(i) In proof of having fully adhered to the minimum eligibility criteria at 2(a), attested 
copy of Certificates of Incorporation issued by the respective registrar of 
firms/companies. 
 
(ii) In proof of having fully adhered to minimum eligibility criteria at 2(b), attested copies 
of PAN, Labour Registration, EPFO Registration, G.S.T. Registration, ESIC Registration 
shall be acceptable. 
 
(iii) In proof of having fully adhered to minimum eligibility criteria at 2(c), attested 
copies of Clearance Certificate (Last three years returns) from Sales/Service Tax 
Department, Income Tax Department shall be acceptable. 
 
 
(iv) In proof of having fully adhered to minimum eligibility criteria at 2(d), attested 
copy of experience certificates for completed work / ongoing work issued by the 
Government Departments / PSUs shall be acceptable. 
 
(v) Attested copy of the audited balance sheets for the completed three financial years 
i.e. for 2015-2016, 2016-2017  and 2017-2018 
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(vi) Attested copy of manpower wages roll and EPFO Challan in support of available 
manpower (duly submitted to EPFO) in respect of the previous four quarters shall be 
acceptable. 
 
3. EARNEST MONEY DEPOSIT: 
 
3.1 The bids should be accompanied by an Earnest Money Deposit of Rs. 5,00,000/- 
(Rupees five lakhs only). EMD Fees pay through only net banking.  All 
participants/bidders must have net banking 
 
3.2 No request for transfer of any previous deposit of earnest money or security deposit 
or adjustment against any pending bill held by the Department in respect of any 
previous work shall be entertained. 
3.3 Bidders shall not be permitted to withdraw their offer or modify the terms and 
conditions thereof. In case the bidder fails to observe and comply with the stipulations 
made herein or backs out after quoting the rates, the aforesaid bid security shall be 
forfeited to the Government. 
 
3.4 No claim shall lie against the Government / Department in respect of erosion in the 
value or interest on the amount of earnest money deposit or security deposit. 
 
3.5 The bid security may be forfeited: 
(i) If the bidder withdraws his bid during the period of bid validity specified by the 
bidder in  the bid form; or 
(ii) In case of successful bidder, if the bidder 
(a) Fails to sign the contract in accordance with the terms of the tender document 
(b) Fails to furnish required performance security in accordance with the terms of 
tender document within the time frame specified by the Client. 
(c) Fails or refuses to honor his own quoted prices for the services or part thereof. 
 
4. VALIDITY OF BIDS 
 
4.1 Bids shall remain valid and open for acceptance for a period of 180 days from the 
last date of submission of Bids. 
 
4.2 In case Client calls the bidder for negotiation then this shall not amount to 
cancellation or withdrawal of original offer which shall be binding on the bidder. 
 
4.3 The Client may request for extension for another period of 60 days, without any 
modifications and without giving any reasons thereof. 
 
5. PREPARATION OF BIDS 
 
5.1 Language: Bids and all accompanying documents shall be in English or in 
Marathi. 
 
5.2 Technical Bid: Technical Bid should be prepared as per the instructions given in 
the Tender Document along with all required information, documents in support of 
the minimum eligibility criteria.

6. SUBMISSION OF BIDS 
 
6.1 The Bidder shall submit his bid in two envelopes containing two separate 
envelopes consisting of (i) Technical Bid and (ii) Financial Bid and upload online. 
 
6.2 The Bid shall be submitted not later than  4 PM on 02.11.2018 on mentioned site 
of e-tender in tender notice. 
 
6.3 The Collector, Aurangabad reserves right to extend the date / time for receipt of 
bids, before opening of the Technical Bids. 
 
6.4   Bids must be received in the office at the address specified above not later than 
the date and time stipulated in the notification.  No Bid shall be accepted after the 
aforesaid date and time.  However the office of the COLLECTOR,  
AURANGABAD reserves right to extend the date/time for receipt of bids, before 
opening of the Technical Bids. 
 
6.5  Late Bids : Any Bid received by the office after the deadline for submission of  
 bids, as stipulated above, shall not be considered and will be returned unopened      
  to the bidder.  
 
7. BID OPENING PROCEDURE 
 
7.1 The Technical Bids shall be opened in the office of the Collector Aurangabad on      
  03.11.2018 at 11.00 am by the Committee authorized by the competent authority 
of the office of the Collector Aurangabad in the presence of such bidders who may 
wish to be present or their representatives. 
 
7.2 The financial bids of only those bidders whose Technical Bids are qualified, 
shall be opened by the Committee authorized for the purpose. After opening of 
Technical Bid the date of Financial Bid opening will be publish on 
www.mahatenders.gov.in 
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7.3 A letter of authorization shall be submitted by the Bidder's representative before 
opening of the Bids. 
 
7.4 Absence of bidder or their representative shall not impair the legality of the 
opening procedure. 
 
7.5 All the presented Bidders or their representative shall be required to sign the 
main bid envelope to ensure the correctness of the bid. 
 
7.6 After opening of the Technical Bids and verifying the EMD amount, the 
technical bids shall be evaluated later to ensure that the bidders meets the minimum 
eligibility criteria as specified in the Tender Document. 
 
7.7 Refusal to sign the bid envelope by the bidder or his representative, may 
disqualify his bid based on the decision of the Tender Opening Committee. 
 
7.8 After Technical Bid opening in presence of committee for further process visit 
www.mahatenders.gov.in site continuously.  
 
7.9 The date fixed for opening of bids, if subsequently declared as holiday by the 
Government, the revised date of schedule will be notified. However, in absence of 
such notification, the bids will be opened on next working date, time and venue 
remaining unaltered. 
 
8. CLARIFICATION ON TECHNICAL BID EVALUATION. 
 
8.l The technical bids shall be evaluated based on the available documents submitted 
by the bidder. To assist in the examination, evaluation, and comparison of the bids, 
and qualification of the bidders, the Client may, at its discretion, ask any bidder for a 
clarification of its bid. Any clarification submitted by a bidder that is not in response 
to a request by the Client shall not be considered. The Client's request for 
clarification and the response shall be in writing. 
 

8.2 If a bidder does not provide clarifications of its bid by the date and time set in the 
Client's request for clarification, its bid may be rejected. 
 

8.3 Client also reserves right to seek confirmation/clarification from the issuing 
agency, on the supporting documents submitted by the bidder. 
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9. TECHNICAL BID EVALUATION (SEGREGATED TYPE) 
 

9.1 The Client shall follow two bid systems where the technical bid and financial bid shall be 
evaluated separately.

9.2.3 A Bidder should secure mandatory a minimum of 60% marks (i.e. 75 marks out of total 
125marks as per para 9.2.2) in Technical Evaluation in order to be a qualified bidder for 
being eligible for opening of financial bids. 
 
9.2.4 On opening of financial bid, the bid offering higher license fees would be selected. 
 
9.3 A substantially responsive bid shall be one that meets the requirements of the bidding 
documents in totality i.e by following the procedures of para 9. The technical bid not meeting 
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the minimum requirements as per the tender documents shall be rejected and their financial 
proposals will be returned unopened. 
 
Responsiveness of the bid shall be judged by : 
 
(i) Receipts of duly filled, signed and accepted bid documents in complete form, including 
Authorization letter. 
 
(ii) Online generated EMD receipt. 
 
(iii) Documents in proof of meeting the minimum eligibility criteria. 
 
(iv) Any other documents as required to support the responsiveness of the bidder, as per 
tender. 
 
9.4 The bidder who qualified in the technical evaluation stage shall only be called for 
opening of financial bids. For financial bid opening bidder should visit 
www.mahatenders.gov.in continuously.  
 
10. FINANCIAL BID OPENING PROCEDURE 
 
10.1 The Financial Bids of all the technically qualified Bidders shall be opened on the 
appointed date and time in presence of the qualified bidders/their authorized 
representatives, who choose to be present at the time of opening of the financial bids. 
 
10.2 All the technically qualified bidders/their authorized representatives present at the 
time of opening of the Financial Bids shall be required to submit the Authorization 
letter from their Companies and shall be asked to sign on all the envelopes containing 
the Financial Bid. 
 
10.3 The financial bid price, as indicated in the financial bid submission form of each 
bidder shall be read out on the spot, however, it shall be clearly stated that the final 
financial bid prices would be arrived at after detailed scrutiny/correction of arithmetical 
error in the financial bid. 
 
11. RIGHT OF ACCEPTANCE: 
 
11.1 The Office of the Collector Aurangabad reserves all rights to reject any bid 
including of those bidders who fail to comply with the instructions without assigning 
any reason whatsoever and does not bind itself to accept the highest or any specific 
bids. The decision of the Collector Aurangabad in this regard shall be final and binding. 
 
11.2 Any failure on the part of the bidder to observe the prescribed procedure and any 
attempt to canvass for the work shall render the bidder's bids liable for rejection. 
 
11.3 The Collector Aurangabad reserves the right to award any or part or full contract 
to any successful agency (i.e.) at its discretion and this will be binding on the bidders. 
 
11.4 In case of failure to comply with the provisions of the terms and conditions 
mentioned, by the agency that has been awarded the contract, the Collector Aurangabad 
reserves the right to award the contract to the next higher bidder or any other outside 
agency and the difference of price shall be recovered from the defaulter agency who 
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has been awarded the initial contract and this will be binding on the bidders. The next 
higher bidder (s) shall be negotiated to enhance its bid to H1 level or close to that level. 
 
11.5 The Collector Aurangabad may terminate the Contract if it is found that the 
Contractor is black listed on previous occasions by any of the Government Departments 
/ Institutions / Local Bodies / Municipalities / Public Sector Undertaking etc. 
 
12. NOTIFICATION OF AWARD BY ISSUANCE OF “LETTER OF 
ACCEPTANCE' 
 
13.1 After determining the successful evaluated bidder, Client shall issue a Letter of 
Acceptance (LOA) to the successful bidder in duplicate, who will return one copy to 
Client duly acknowledged, accepted and signed by the authorized signatory, within 
Three (3) days of receipt of the same by him.  
 
13.2 The issuance of the Letter of Acceptance to the bidder shall constitute an integral 
part and it will be a binding to the contract. 
 
13.3 The time taken between the date of issue of LOA and Notice to Proceed shall not 
prevent the contractor to mobilize the man power.

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1.2 CONFIDENTIALITY 
 

1.2.1 The Contractor shall take all precautions not to disclose, divulge and / or 
disseminate to any third party any confidential information, proprietary information on 
the Client's business or security arrangements (including but not limited to the 
Assignment Instructions, Schedules and other subsequent Agreements) and/or business 
of the Client. The obligation is not limited to any scope and the Contractor shall be held 
responsible in case of breach of the confidentiality of Client's information. 
 

1.2.2 If the Contractor receives enquiries from Press / News / Media/ Radio / Television 
or other bodies / persons, the same shall be referred by the Contractor to Client 
immediately on receipt of such queries. 
 

2. PERFORMANCE BANK GUARANTEE (SECURITY DEPOSIT) 
 

2.1 The successful bidder within fifteen days of the acceptance of the LOA shall 
execute a Performance Bank Guarantee in the form of a Bank Guarantee of any 
nationalized bank, a sum Rs 5,00,000/- (Rupees five lakh only)  in favour of  Collector 
Aurangabad, payable at Aurangabad. 
 

2.2 The Bank Guarantee can be forfeited by order of the Collector Aurangabad in the 
event of any breach or negligence or nonobservance of any terms/conditions of contract 
or for unsatisfactory performance or for non acceptance of the work order. On expiry of 
the contract, such portion of the said Bank Guarantee as may be considered by the 
Office of the Collector Aurangabad  sufficient to cover any incorrect or excess 
payments made on the bills to the firm, shall be retained until the final audit report on 
the account of firm's bill has been received and examined. 
 

a) If the contractor is called upon by the Collector Aurangabad to deposit Security and 
the contractor fails to provide the security deposit within the period specified, such 
failure shall constitute a breach of the contract and the Office of the Resident 
Commissioner, Government of Maharashtra shall be entitled to make other 
arrangements at the risk, cost and expense of the contractor. 
 

b) On due performance and completion of the contract in all respects, the Security 
Deposit will be returned to the contractor without any interest on presentation of an 
absolute No Demand Certificate in the prescribed form and upon return in good 
condition of any specifications, samples or other property belonging to the Client which 
may have been issued to the contractor. 
 
3. NOTICE TO PROCEED 
 

After the acceptance of the LOA and securing Performance Bank Guarantee from the 
successful bidder, Client shall issue the 'Notice to proceed', to the contractor 
authorizing him to provide catering of food and non-alcoholic beverage services at the 
specified location. 
 
4. SIGNING OF CONTRACT AGREEMENT 
 
4.1 The successful Bidder shall enter into contract and shall execute and sign the 
Contract Agreement in accordance with the Articles of Agreement before 
commencement of the services. 
 
4.2 Client shall prepare the draft Articles of Agreement in the Performa included in this 
Document, duly incorporating all the terms of agreement between the two parties and 
send the same in duplicate to the successful Bidder for their concurrence. 
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4.3 The successful Bidder shall return the duly concurred copies of the draft Articles of 
Agreement within Two (02) days of receipt of the draft Articles of Agreement from 
Client, duly printed on the correct amount of stamp paper, duly adjudicated by the 
registrar of stamps where the contract is proposed to be executed. 
 
4.4 The Client or the duly appointed authority on his behalf shall sign the Contract 
agreement and return a copy of the same to the successful bidder. 
 
5.1 The Contractor shall be providing catering of food and non-alcoholic beverage 
services in Client's premises as per the details given herein, or any other location as 
required by the Client to be read with the Special Conditions of Contract, Assignment 
Instructions and Schedule of Requirements. 
 
5.2 The Client shall pay the charges as agreed between the Client and the Contractor at 
the time of bidding process. A schedule of charges shall be annexed to the Articles of 
Agreement after finalizing the amount at the conclusion of Bidding process. 
 
5.3 The Contractor shall provide catering of food and non-alcoholic beverage services 
in the Client's premises to its entire satisfaction and it is the sole responsibility of the 
Contractor that the work is executed in all respects in accordance with the Contractor's 
obligations. 
 
6. COMMENCEMENT OF SERVICES 
 
The Contract shall become legally binding and in force only upon: 
6.1 Submission of Performance Bank Guarantee in accordance with Clause 2  
(Section-4). 
 
6.2 The Contractor shall commence catering of food and non-alcoholic beverage 
services in Client's premises within 30 days from the date of receipt of Notice to 
Proceed as set out in Clause 3 (Section 4) 
 
7. CONTRACTOR'S OBLIGATIONS 
 
7.1 The Contractor shall provide catering of food and non-alcoholic beverage services 
at Client's premises as per Schedule of Work / Requirements (Section 3) which may be 
amended from time to time by the Client during the Contractual period and it shall 
always form part and parcel of the Contract. The Contractor shall abide by such 
assignments as provided by the Client from time to time. 
 
7.2 The Contractor shall provide catering of food and non-alcoholic beverage services 
through its uniformed and trained personnel for the performance of its services 
hereunder and these personnel deployed shall be employees of the Contractor only and 
the Client shall not in any manner be liable and all statutory liabilities (such as ESI & 
PF etc.) shall be paid for by the Contractor. 
 
7.3 The Contractor shall produce to the Client the details of payments of statutory 
benefits like bonus, leave, relief etc. from time to time to its personnel. 
  
7.4 The Client shall have the right within reason to have any personnel remove who is 
considered to be undesirable or otherwise and similarly the contractor reserves the right 
to remove any personnel with prior intimation to the client, emergencies, exempted. 
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7.5 The Contractor shall cover its personnel for personal accident and death whilst 
performing the duty and the Client shall own no liability and obligation in this regard. 
 
7.6 The Contractor shall exercise adequate supervision to ensure performance of 
catering of food and non-alcoholic beverage services in accordance with Schedule of 
Requirements. 
 

7.7 The Contractor shall issue identity cards / identification documents to all its 
personnel who will be instructed by the Contractor to display the same. 
 

7.8 The personnel of the Contractor shall not be the employees of the Client and they 
shall not claim any salary or allowances, compensation, damages or anything arising 
out of their deployment/duty under this Contract. The Contractor shall make them 
known about this position in writing before deployment under this agreement.   
 

7.9 The Contractor shall cover all its personnel under the relevant laws of EPF, Labour, 
ESIC etc. 
  
7.10 The Contractor shall submit a copy of wages sheet showing monthly wages paid to 
its personnel. 
 
7.11 Adequate supervision shall be provided to ensure correct performance of the 
services in accordance with the prevailing requirements agreed upon between the two 
parties. 
 
7.12 All necessary reports and other information shall be supplied immediately as 
required and regular meetings will be held with the Client. 
 
7.13 The Contractor shall not deploy any person below the age of 18 years old. 
Manpower engaged for the purpose shall be pre-trained in requisite fields. 
 
7.14 The contractor shall employ persons with no criminal records. Appropriate 
screening in this regard shall be done by the contractor before employing the persons of 
whatever category of employment. 
 

7.15 Contractor's Personnel 
 

7.15.1 The Contractor shall at all times ensure that it has sufficient, suitable and 
qualified personnel to supervise the Client’s premises at the Client’s Site and in 
sufficient number to undertake the responsibilities imposed upon the Contractor under 
the Contract and to provide full attention for executing the work thereof. 
 
7.15.2 The Contractor shall submit its Organization Chart, showing therein the details 
of key personnel with their full contact details. The Contractor shall also keep 
informing the Client of any change in its organization or its personnel. 
 
7.15.3 The personnel engaged by the Contractor shall be dressed in neat and clean 
uniform (including proper name badges). 
 
8. CONTRACTOR'S LIABILITY 
 
8.1 The Contractor shall completely indemnify and hold harmless the Client and its 
employees against any liability, claims, losses or damages sustained by it or them by 
reason of any breach of contract, wrongful act or negligence by the Contractor or any of 
its personnel engaged for providing catering of food and non-alcoholic beverage 
services to the Client. 
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8.2 The Contractor shall not be liable in any way whatsoever and the Client hereby 
expressly waives any right to, any loss, injury, damage, cost or expense of whatsoever 
nature directly or indirectly: 
 
8.2.1 Caused by, resulting from or in connection with any Act of Terrorism or any 
Biological or Chemical Contamination or any Nuclear Risks; 
 

8.2.2 consisting of, caused by, resulting from or in connection with any loss, damage, 
destruction, distortion, erasure, corruption or alteration of Electronic Data from any 
cause whatsoever (including but not limited to Computer Virus) unless such loss, 
damage, destruction, distortion, erasure, corruption or alteration of Electronic Data was 
due to the negligence or default of the Contractor or any of its personnel engaged for 
providing catering of food and non-alcoholic beverage services to the Client. 
 

8.3 The Contractor shall not Sub-Contract or Sub-let, transfer or assign the contract or 
any other part thereof.  In the event of the contractor contravening this condition, Client 
shall be entitled to place the contract elsewhere on the contractors risk and cost and the 
contractor shall be liable for any loss or damage, which the Client may sustain in 
consequence or arising out of such replacing of the contract. 
 

9. CLIENT'S OBLIGATIONS 
 

9.1 Except as expressly otherwise provided, the Client shall, at its own expense, 
provide timely all the required equipment and facilities at the location(s) where the 
catering of food and non-alcoholic beverage services are to be provided to enable 
Contractor's personnel to carry out the Services. 
 
9.2 The Client shall comply with and fulfill the recommendations (if any), if deemed 
necessary by the Client, made in writing by the Contractor in connection with the 
performance of the Services. The Client shall notify the Contractor of any dishonest, 
wrongful or negligent acts or omissions of the Contractor's personnel or agents in 
connection with the Services as soon as possible after the Client becomes aware of 
them. 
 
9.3 To enable the Contractor to provide catering of food and non-alcoholic beverage 
services, the Client shall ensure that their staff is available to provide such assistance. 
 
9.4 The Client shall not be under any obligation for providing empanelment to any of 
the personnel of the Contractor after the expiry of the contract. The Client does not 
recognize any employee employers relationship with any of the workers of the 
Contractor. 
 
10. VALIDITY OF CONTRACT 
 
The contract, if awarded, shall be initially for a period of five years from the date of 
award subject to continuous satisfactory performance monitored by a Performance 
Monitoring Committee referred to at Para 13.1.1 of Section 3. In case of breach of 
Contract or in the event of not fulfilling the minimum requirements / statutory 
requirements, the Client shall have the right to terminate the contract forthwith in 
addition to forfeiting the performance security amount deposited by the contractor and 
initiating administrative actions for black listing etc. solely at the discretion of the 
Client. The period of three years can be further extended, subject to satisfactory 
services at the sole discretion of the office of the Client. 
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11. PAYMENTS 
 

11.1 The contractor shall pay a monthly license fee fixed as shown in column no 3 
of the table in Sec-7, financial bid part–II.  Such payment shall be made by the 
10th of the succeeding month for which amount is due. Water and electricity 
charges shall be borne by the contractor for which he would have to obtain 
separate meter from respective authorities. 
11.2 The prices in the Price Schedule shall be exclusive of any service tax, education 
cess, secondary and higher education cess or any other applicable taxes including 
Income Tax as may be levied by the Government from time-to-time and such levies 
shall be extra on the consumers and the amount so collected are required to be 
deposited with the concerned authorities. 
 

11.3 The cost of the Contract shall remain valid for a period of 5 (five) years. 
 

11.4 All payments shall be made in Indian Currency by means of Bank ECS/Account 
Payee Cheque. 
 

11.5 The Contractor shall maintain proper computerized account of its earnings and 
expenses and that same shall be made available to this office for scrutiny on demand. 
The Contractor shall make all monthly payments within first week of the 
succeeding month. 
 

11.6 In addition to the Contract payments, the Contractor shall settle his other liabilities 
including personnel and sub-contractors dues well in time. The Contractor shall not, by 
his/her acts and deeds, create any situation so as to bring in negative propaganda 
involving Collector Office. 
 

11.7 No payment shall be made in advance nor any loan from any bank or financial 
institution recommended on the basis of the order of award of work. 
 

12. FORCE MAJEURE - OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES 
 

12.1. "Force Majeure" shall mean any event beyond the control of Client or of the 

Contractor, as the case may be, and which is unavoidable notwithstanding the 

reasonable care of the party affected, and which could not have been prevented by 

exercise of reasonable skill and care and good industry practices and shall include, 

without limitation, the following: 

(i) War, hostilities, invasion, act of foreign enemy and civil war; 

(ii) Rebellion, revolution, insurrection, mutiny, conspiracy, riot, civil commotion and 

terrorist acts; 

(iii) Strike, sabotage, unlawful lockout, epidemics, quarantine and plague; 

(iv) Earthquake, fire, flood or cyclone, or other natural disaster. As soon as reasonably 

practicable but not more than 48 (forty-eight) hours following the date of  

commencement of any event of Force Majeure, an Affected Party shall notify the other 

Party of the event of Force Majeure setting out, inter alia, the following in reasonable 

detail: 

12.2 The date of commencement of the event of Force Majeure; 
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12.3 The nature and extent of the event of Force Majeure; 

12.4 The estimated Force Majeure Period, 

12.5 Reasonable proof of the nature of such delay or failure and its anticipated effect 
upon the time for performance and the nature of and the extent to which, performance 
of any of its obligations under the Contract is affected by the Force Majeure. 
 
12.6 The measures which the Affected Party has taken or proposes to take to 
alleviate/mitigate the impact of the Force Majeure and to resume performance of such 
of its obligations affected thereby. 
 
12.7 Any other relevant information concerning the Force Majeure and / or the rights 
and obligations of the Parties under the Contract. 
 
13. TERMINATION 
 

This Contract may be terminated forthwith by either party by giving written notice to 
the other if: 
 
13.1 The other party is in material breach of its obligations under this Agreement and / 
or, in the case of such breaches capable of being remedied, fails to remedy that breach 
within thirty days of receiving notice of such breach. 

13.1.1 There shall be a Performance Monitoring Committee comprising of The 
Collector as the chairman of the committee, Additional Collector, Residential Dy. 
Collector, Dy. Collector (General), Dy. Collector (MREGS), Accounts Officer and 
Tahsildar (General) as its members who will assess the performance and make 
necessary recommendations either to continue the mentioned contract with 
rectification of defects if any or to cancel the contract. This committee will also be 
responsible for making recommendations for continuation of contract after every 
calendar year. The benchmark of the assessment of the Committee shall be as per the 
Manual of Quality Standard applicable for 3 star rated hotels. 
 

13.2 The Contract may be terminated forthwith by the Client by giving written notice to 
the Contractor, if: 
 

13.2.1 In case of breach of any of terms and conditions of the Contract by the 
Contractor, the Collector Aurangabad  shall have the right to cancel the Contract 
without assigning any reason hereof, and nothing will be payable by the Client and in 
that event the security deposit in the form of Performance Bank Guarantee shall be 
forfeited and encashed. 
 

13.2.2 The Contractor does not provide catering of food and non-alcoholic beverage 
services satisfactorily as per the requirements of the Client or / and as per the Schedule 
of Requirements 
 
13.2.3 The Contractor goes bankrupt and becomes insolvent. 
 
14. DISCLAIMER 
 

The relatives / near relatives of employees of the Client are prohibited from participation 
in this bid. The near relatives for this purpose are defined as: 
(a) Members of a Hindu Undivided Family. 
 

(b) Their husband or wife. 
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(c) One is related to the other in the manner as father, mother, son(s), son's wife 
(daughter-in-law), Daughter (s) & daughter's husband (son-in-law), brother(s) & 
brother's wife, sister(s) and sister's husband (brother-in-law) 
 

15. INSOLVENCY 
 

15.1 The Collector Aurangabad may at any time by notice in writing summarily 
terminate the contract without compensation to the contractor in any of the following 
events, that is to say:- 
If the contractor being an individual or if firm, any partner in the contractor's firm, shall 
at any time be adjudged insolvent or shall have a receiving order or orders for 
administration of his estate made against him or shall take any proceedings for 
liquidation or composition under any insolvency not for the time being in force or shall 
make any convenience or assignment of his efforts or enter into any arrangements or 
composition with his creditors or suspend payment of if the firm be dissolved under 
partnership act, or 
 
i) If the contractor being a company shall pass a resolution or the court shall make an 
order for the liquidation of the affairs or a receiver of Manager on behalf of the 
debenture holder shall be appointed or circumstances shall have arisen which entitled the 
court or debenture holders to appoint a receiver or Manager. 
 
ii) If the contractor commits any breach of this contract not herein specifically provided 
for: Provided always that such determination shall not prejudice any right of action or 
remedy which shall have accrued or shall accrue thereafter to the Client and provided 
also that the contractor shall be liable to pay the Client for any extra expenditure, he is 
thereby put to but shall not be entitled to any gain. 
 
16. CURRENCIES OF BID AND PAYMENTS 
 
16.1 The Bidder shall submit his price bid / offer in Indian Rupees and payments under 
this contract will be made in Indian Rupees. 
 
17. GOVERNING LAWS AND SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTE 
 
17.1 Any claims, disputes and or differences (including a dispute regarding the 
existence, validity or termination of this Contract) arising out of, or relating to this 
contract including interpretation of its terms shall be resolved through joint discussion of 
the Authorised Representatives of the concerned parties. However, if the disputes are not 
resolved by the discussions as aforesaid within a period 30 days, then the matter will be 
referred for adjudication to the arbitration of a sole arbitrator to be appointed by the 
Client in accordance with the provisions of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act 1996 
and rules made there under including any modifications, amendments and future 
enactments thereto. The venue for the Arbitration will be Aurangabad and the decision 
of the arbitrator shall be final and binding on the parties. 
 
17.2 Jurisdiction of Court: This Contract is governed by the laws of Republic of India 
and shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts in Aurangabad. 
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                 SECTION-4 
 

SPECIAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT (SCC) 
 
1. The special conditions of Contract shall supplement the "Instructions to the Bidders" 
as contained in Section 2 and General Conditions of the Contract (GCC) as contained in 
Section 3. 
 
2. INDEMNIFICATION: 
 
The successful bidder is solely liable to fully indemnify and keep Client indemnified 
against all losses/penalties/awards/decrees arising out of litigation/claims/application 
initiated against the Client on account of acts of omission/commission attributable to the 
Contractor and which are punishable under the provisions of various Central Labour and 
Employment Acts as amended from time to time. 
Client shall be vested with sole discretion to determine damages/ loss suffered on 
account of above from the dues payable from security deposit as performance Guarantee 
or from either the personal property of bidder or property owned by his firm/company 
by way of initiating suitable legal litigation against the Contractor at any point of time. 
 
3. CODE OF CONDUCT: 
 
The Contractor shall strictly observe that its personnel: 
 
Are trained in and exhibit international manners and etiquettes. 
Are always smartly turned out and vigilant. 
Are punctual and arrive at least 15 minutes before start of their duty time . 
Take charges of their duties properly and thoroughly. 
Perform their duties with honesty and sincerity. 
Read and understand their post and site instructions and follow the same. 
Extend respect to all Officers and staff of the office of the Client. 
Shall not drink alcohol while on duty, or come drunk and report for duty. 
Will not gossip or chit chat while on duty. 
Will never sleep while on duty post. 
Will not read newspaper or magazine while on duty. 
Will immediately report if any untoward incident misconduct or misbehavior occurs, to   
   Vendor Control and the Client. 
When in doubt, approach concerned person immediately. 
Get themselves checked by security personnel whenever they go out. 
Do not entertain visitors. 
Shall not smoke in the office premises. 
Report any suspicious activity having security implication to the Client’s representative 
at site. 
 
4. CONFIDENTIALITY 

The phone number and movement plans of the client shall not be given to anyone. 
The following information about the client shall not be given to anyone. 
Car make, color and number of any officer(s)/official(s). 
Telephone no/ any other information. 
Location and movement plans. 
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Meetings and conference schedules. 
Site plan of the premises. 
Travel details of the clients. 
Assets of the office. 
 
5. FRISKING/ CHECKING PROCEDURES 
All contractor’s staff will be thoroughly frisked at the time of entry and their leaving 
the office premises. 
 

6. SUPERVISION 
 

6.1 The Contractor shall depute one full time Supervisor in Client's office, who shall 
ensure that all the duties as may be assigned differently by the Client to various 
categories of manpower are performed by them in the desired manner of Client, 
failing which it shall invite penalties as prescribed in the following paragraphs. 
 
6.2 The Contractor's Supervisor shall be the first line of contact for Client, who shall 
report to the designated officers of Client for all requirements. 
 

6.3 The Contractor shall ensure that all statutory / mandatory requirements either 
related to wages disbursements or related to deposition of EPF/ESIC with concerned 
authorities or providing of ESIC facilities to the manpower are fulfilled through 
Contractor or its Supervisor. 
 
7. PERIOD OF THE CONTRACT: 
The contract will remain valid for a total period of 5(five) year from the date of issue 
of work order as per modalities mentioned at Para 10 of Section 3. An agreement 
consisting of all terms and conditions shall be executed by the contractor 
immediately upon receipt of the work order. 
 
The contract can be terminated by the Collector for unsatisfactory performance as 
against the performance standards prescribed after giving an opportunity to the 
contractor. The decision of the Collector shall be final in this regard. 
 
In case of deficiency of service the Office of the Collector, the Collector may at any 
time terminate the agreement. In the event of such cancellation, security deposit 
amount of the contractor will be forfeited to the Government apart from any other 
liquidated damages that may be due. The decision of the Collector Aurangabad shall 
be final in the matter. . 
 
The Contract is terminable after giving at least three months notice in writing with 
reasons from either side in the normal course. In case of underperformance or non-
performance or violation of terms of contract, Para 13.1 of Sec-3 shall come into 
operation. 
8. (a) TERMINATION CLAUSE EXPANSION. 
The contract shall be liable for termination due to following reasons. 
 
I. Poor performance. 

II. Interruption of Service. 

III. Poor quality of food items. 

IV. Irregular payment of dues to the Collectors office Aurangabad. 

V. Misbehaviour of Contractor’s staff 
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VI. Misuses of premises. 

VII. If the contractor sublets the work or the space to another agency. 

VIII. If the contractor brings in bad name to the Collectors office Aurangabad by 

his/her acts and deeds. 
 

(b) PENALTY CLAUSE 
 

The contractor shall be liable to pay a sum of ` 1000 /- as penalty on each occasion for 
any of the following reasons:- 
 

I. Failure to maintain the quality of food as per the standards desired. 

II. Misuse of Dining hall & Kitchen area for any other unauthorized purpose. 

III. Using of poor quality of ingredients not conforming to or below the standards 

prescribed 

AND/OR if found so by visual inspection or by taste or by any other means of 
checking/testing by any authorized official appointed by the  Collector for this 
purpose. 
 
IV. Poor service as noticed or reported by any Guest or by any official deputed and 
authorized by the Collector  
 
V. Complaints from the guests, if any, on any deficiency of service by the Contractor. 
 
VI. Unhygienic Conditions, if any, either in the kitchen, Dining/Service areas or 
during Room Service to the Guests. 
 
VII. Any other reason resulting in breach of any of the terms and conditions of the 
contract or for any situation leading to deficiency in service/quality etc., detrimental 
to the efficient functioning of the Collector Office as decided by the Collector or by 
any Official authorised by him and in such cases, the decision of the Collector shall be 
final. 
 
9. GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS 
 
9.1 The manpower appointed in different categories shall be conversant with use of 
scientific gadgets and should be trained. Even Cleaning Staff will not be an exception. 
They should be well groomed, presentable and maintain excellent personal hygiene. 
 
9.2 The personnel who are appointed as Cleaning Staff shall be provided with all 
cleaning materials and chemicals for cleaning purposes. 
 
9.3 Deleted. 
 
9.4 In case the Contractor fails to fulfill the minimum statutory requirements 
(ESIC/EPF) as per the conditions of the tender document and fails to produce the 
concerned documents, it shall be treated as breach of the Contract and the Contractor 
is liable to be blacklisted by the Client, in addition to forfeiting of the monthly bills 
and Performance Security Deposit. 
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9.5 In case of breach of any conditions of the contract and for all types of losses 
caused including excess cost due to hiring manpower services in the event of 
Contractor failing to provide requisitioned number of manpower, the Client shall make 
deductions at double the rate of hiring rate on prorate basis from the bills preferred by 
the Vendor or that may become due to the Vendor under this or any other contract or 
from the security deposit or may be demanded from him to be paid within seven days 
to the credit of the Client. 
 
9.6 The Contractor shall deploy all manpower at the Client’s facility in the manner and 
as per the instructions of the Client. 
 

9.7 The Contractor shall ensure that all personnel are fully conversant with the 
premises and with the client's activities and its related manpower requirements. 
 

9.8 The Client shall have the right to have any person removed who is considered to be 
undesirable or otherwise and similarly the Contractor reserves the right to remove the 
personnel with prior permission of the Client, emergencies, exempted. 
 

9.9 The Contractor shall cover its personnel for personal accident and/ or death whilst 
performing the duty. 
 

9.10 The Contractor shall exercise adequate supervision to ensure catering of food and 
non-alcoholic beverage services in accordance with the requirements. 
 
9.11 The Contractor shall issue identity cards / identification documents to all its 
personnel who will be instructed by the Contractor to display the same at all times. 
The personnel of the Contractor shall be subject to detailed direction and control of the 
Contractor and in relation to manner and model of performance of duties, as agreed 
vide this agreement. 
 
9.12 The personnel of the Contractor shall not be the employees of the Client and they 
shall not claim any salary or allowances, compensation, damages or anything arising 
out of their deployment/duty under this Contract. The Contractor shall make them 
known about this position in writing before deployment under this agreement. 
 
9.13 The Contractor shall also provide at its own cost all benefits statutory or 
otherwise to its personnel and the Client shall not have any liability whatsoever on this 
account. 
 
9.14 Contractor must provide standard and clean liveries to its personnel / supervisors 
with their photo identity cards properly displayed during duty time. No extra payments 
shall be claimed by the Contractor or its deployed staff from the Client for such items. 
 
9.15 The Contractor must provide salary slips, EPF numbers and ESI Cards, duly 
activated, to all the deployed manpower at Client's office.
