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MICRO OBSERVERS – ROLE 

1. Micro  Observers  have  a  very  crucial  role  to  play  in the conduct of an 

independent, free and fair election. These Micro Observers would directly 

work under control and supervision of the general observer. 

2. The officer selected for the job of Micro Observer shall be imparted a basic 

training of election processes on the day of the poll by DEO / Observer. This 

should  enable  them to understand and observe the activities relating to 

election on the day of the poll. 

3. Micro Observer is only an observer and is not a member of polling party. 

4. Micro Observers shall be given a photo pass, identity card and appointment 

letter by DEO. 

5. He should also take communication plan from Returning Officer. 

6. Polling Stations to be assigned to MOs randomly on pre-departure day in the 

presence of Observer and duly approved by him. Exact PS would be given on 

the day of departure. 

7. They will not travel with polling personnel however they can travel with the 

Sector Officers. 

8. They should certainly reach PS at least one hour before the commencement 

of poll, or otherwise in the evening of previous day. 

9. After the poll MO has to submit report to the observer about activities of poll 

day for each Polling Booth under his jurisdiction (As per Format). At multi-

polling station building location, the Micro Observer deployed will oscillate 

between and visit the polling stations within the same campus at frequent 

interval. 

10. Micro Observer shall participate in all the proceeding of the mock poll and his 

signature shall also be obtained on the mock poll certificate.

Part – 3. Micro-Observers – Need to observe 

1. Having reached the polling station, he should assess the preparedness for the 

poll. During the poll day he should regularly note down the important points 

on  the pre-printed  Performa.  In  no  case  the micro observer will act as 

presiding  officer  or the polling  officer. His task is to observe that election 

process is being carried out in a free and fair manner and there is no vitiation 

of any kind. 

2. Mock Poll procedure. 

3. Presence of Polling Agents and Observance of ECI instructions. 

4. Entry pass system and access to polling stations. 

5. Proper identifications of electors in accordance with ECI Guidelines. 

6. Identification and recording procedures for Absentee, Shifted and Duplicate

8. Procedure of noting down particulars of electors in register 17-A. 

9. Secrecy of voting. 

10. Conduct of polling agents, their complains if any. 

11. Preparation of Report in prescribed format by MO. 

12. MO to report to the General Observer at the collection centres and handover 

his envelope containing the report for the day to General Observer in 

13. To Observe  The Protocol of  Covid– 19.
