REYARKS.-Success in tea cnltivation depends on the selection and preparation of the land, good soil, at a suitable elevation, next careful 
sowing of seed, and deep cultivation in preparing tho ground, and planting only good healthy seedlings and rejecting all bad ones. If these mat· 
ters were carefully attended too, tea in moderate favorable seasons would yield 250 I1is per acre. In an old plantation tho cold weather 
cultivation commences in Novembel', first deep hoeing, then manuring, pruuing and plncking blossom. In April the manufacturing season com· 
mences, aud all hands are employed plucking leaf and manufacturiug till November; and dUl'ing the intervals when there is no leaf to �I�)�l�u�c�l�~� all 
hands are tW'ned to light hoeing and weeding rounel the plauts, to keep dowu the jungle and open up the soil to receive moisture and heat. 

Formerly there was a good market for Black tea in India, but of late years the Indian market has been overstocked with tea, and 
the greater part of our Black tea is sold in tho London market. Any Green tea we have as yet made has been pretty well sold to native mer­
hants in Umritsur and Loodianah, and the demand for GI'een tea increased last year very much. If the demand for Green tea increases, we will 

glad to do a larger trade in green tea. My tea packed in 1000d a.nd lead JOY the market costs me one shilling (eight a.nas) the pound, and wi th .11 increasing demand for Green tea in India ami tbe fair prices for the best Black tea which we get in London, we hope with great economy ill the 
!Working of our estates to make tea pay us an eight per cent divideud, but then we have been growing it (or upwards of nine years, without any 

rolit .
