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As per the Government of India instructions, 4 % of the total annual vacancies for direct recruitment is
reserved for different categories of differently abled candidate, since the roster for the differently disabled
category is yet to be published by the Service Department for the direct recruitment vacancies for the calendar
year 2018, 4 % of these notified vacancies will be reserved for the differently abled category. In case these
notified vacancy does not fall in roaster to be issued by the Service Department for the year 2018, these 4 %

vacancies will be made available to the General candidates.

In the case of Primary School Teacher, candidates those who had attended Central Teachers Eligibility
Test held during the month of December-2018 and result are not yet published, such candidates are also
eligible for applying for the post subject to production of their mark card within 15 days of the announcement of
result by the CBSE, in case the same is not announced before the last date for the application. The minimum
marks in CTET to be scored by different categories to become eligible for applying to the post of Primary School

Teacher(Class I-V) and (Class VI-VIII) are as shown below.
