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District Profile

The District of Sangrur takes its name from its headquarters town, Sangrur. Earlier, the area fell in
the Nabha Princely State. While reportedly established around 400 years ago by aJatcalled
Sanghu, settlements in Sangrur trace back to the pre-Harappan period. Recent excavations in
Rohira in Sangrur have revealed a 10-metre high mound with settlements dating back to 2300
BC. Excavations from Mard Khera village have led to the discovery of pottery from the Harappan
period. Remnants of pottery from the Kushan period have also been discovered. Sangrur district

ranks 2nd in area and 7th in population. Malerkotla is the most populous and Lehra is the least

populous tehsil.

The administrative district of Sangrur was created in 1948 and new formation of District Sangrur
came into existence after the separation of district Barnala in 2007. Total geographical area of the
district is 3625 sq. km. The district falls in the Southern part of the Punjab State & falls between
29°-4’ & 30°-4’ North latitude and 75°-18" and 76°-13’ East latitude. It is one of the five districts in
Patiala Division in Indian state of Punjab. The district shares its boundaries with Ludhiana district
In North, Patiala district in East, Barnala district in the West & Hissar district of Haryana in its
South. The District has 9 sub divisions mainly Sangrur, Sunam, Dhuri, Bhawanigarh, Ahmedgarh,
Dirba, Malerkotla, Lehra & Moonak and there are 13 ULBs namely Sangrur, Sunam, Ahmedgarh,
Malerkotla, Dhuri, Bhawanigarh, Lehragaga, Amargarh, Dirba, Khanouri, Cheema, Longowal &

Moonak and 589 villages . The district is well connected with rail & road with all parts of the state.

The Sangrur district is divided into nine sub-divisions (tehsils) namely Sangrur, Bhawanigarh,
Dhuri, Malerkotla, Ahmedgarh, Sunam, Lehra, Moonak & Dirba & also comprising five blocks
viz. Sherpur, Malerkotla, Lehra, Dhuri & Andana for the purpose of administration and 610 no.

villages and 600 no. Gram Panchayats in District Sangrur.

c. Natural Resources’

Water bodies
There is one river namely Ghaggar, drain namely Lissara and some other drains which are

passing from the jurisdiction of District Sangrur and the same are as under:

River Ghaggar

River Ghaggar originates from Sirmour Hills in Himachal Pradesh, flows through the Morni Hills
in Haryana, enters into the State of Punjab near Village Mubarakpur, Distt. Mohali. After
passing through District Mohali, District Patiala and District Sangrur, it passes through State of
Haryana and then re-enters into District Mansa of Punjab. The river Ghaggar and the drains,
meeting with river, are non-perennial and carry surface run off from fields falling in their
catchment area during rainy season. However, sewage / sullage of some of the cities, towns
and villages situated along the river Ghaggar and other drains is also discharged into the river
directly or indirectly through drains/choe etc. The River Ghaggar enters the distt. Sangrur near

Khanauri and leaves the Distt Sangrur near Moonak.

There are drains / choes namely Kaithal drain, Jhambowali Choe, Lehragaga Main drain,
Sirhind Choe, Sangrur drain, Balian drain, Bareta, Bahadur Singh Wala drain and Bhagwanpura
link drain which are passing through District Sangrur and meeting with river Ghaggar

indirectly.

Lissara Drain

Lissara drain enters in District Sangrur at R.D 264000 at village Saraudh and passes through
the jurisdiction of District Sangrur upto RD 145000 at village Tibba. No industrial unit is
discharging its treated / untreated effluent into the said drain. However, wastewater
generated from Malerkotla town and villages is being discharged into this drain. Further, M/s
Shreyans Industries Ltd., Ahmedgarh is also discharging its treated trade effluent @ 8800 KLD
into Tallewal drain during no demand period, which ultimately leads to Lissara drain. In this
regard, the industry had already obtained permission from the Department of Irrigation for

discharge of treated trade effluent into Tallewal drain.
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Availability of Water Resources

The major source of water in District Sangrur is ground water. However, as per the latest data

available on the CGWB website, following blocks of Distt. Sangrur have been notified for

control and regulation in Ground Water:

gross ground water draft of the district is 3672.44 MCM. leaving behind a short fall of

2292.99 MCM . The stage of ground water development in the district is 264%.

f. Climate
The climate of Sangrur district can be classified as tropical steppe, semi-arid and hot which
is mainly dry with very hot summer and cold winter except during monsoon. There are four
seasons in a year. The hot weather season starts from mid March to last week of the June
followed by the south west monsoon which lasts upto September. The transition period
from September to October forms the post monsoon season. The winter season starts late

in November and remains upto first week of March.

The average annual rainfall in the district is about 590 mm, the maximum (about 73 per
cent) falling in the months of July to September, July being the wettest month. The rainfall
in the district increases from south-west towards the northeast and varies from about 490
mm, at Sunam to about 670 mm at Malerkotla. There is some rain, mostly in the form of
thundershowers, during the pre-monsoon month of June. Some rain is also received with
passing western disturbances during winter. The variation in the annual rainfall from year
to year is large. The district is scarcely affected by monsoon depressions. During the cold
season, passing, western disturbances affect the weather over the district causing few
thunder storms. Rain during June and the monsoon season is often accompanied with
thunder. Dust storms occur occasionally during the hot season. The average annual

temperature is 24.1 °C | 75.3 °F in Sangrur.
