     1.2.Drainage  

 
The main rivers   drain the district are Vamsadhara and Nagavali. The other 

important rivers flowing   are Suvarnamukhi, Vegavati, Mahendra Tanya and 

Bahuda.   The rivers Vamsadhara, Nagavali and Suvarnamukhi are perennial. 

The drainage in western part of the district resem bles dendritic type, where as 

in the central part it is parallel to sub -dendritic. The overall drainage is of 
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medium to coarse textured towards west and north of the district, whereas in 

central and southern parts it is very coarse. The drainage density va ries from 

less than 0.2 to 1 km/km2.   There are ten Major and Medium irrigation Projects 

in the District, such as BRR Vamsadhara Project (I&II), Madduvalasa, Thotapalli, 

Narayanapuram Anicut, Kalingadala Reservoir, Dabarsingi Reservoir, 

Bondigedda Reservo ir, Gajjiligedda Reservoir, Thotapalli Reservoir and Pydigam

1.3a.  Automatic Weather Stations  

Almost in each and every mandal automatic weather stations (AWS) are 

established by A.P. State Developmental Planning Society (APSDPS), Planning 

Department, Govt. of A.P. (Fig. 4) and the data from these stations is received every 

day. The weather information across the district Srikakulam is monitored on real 
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time using a network of Automatic gauges to measure various weather parameters. 

The network of gauges installed in the district include:  

 59 Automatic Weather Stations (AWS) measur ing 6 weather parameters viz., 

Rainfall, Air   Temperature, Humidity, Wind Speed, Wind Direction and station level

 This data is being used by various Government agencies like Agriculture 

Department, Disaster Management, Irrigation Department, Energy Department etc., 

for proper planning and implementation of various Government pr ograms and 

schemes. AWS data is also being used for implementation of Weather Based Crop 

Insurance Scheme (WBCIS) for various crops in the districts.

The mean daily maximum temperature in the district is about 34°C in May 

and the mean daily minimum temperature is about 17.5°C in December/ January. 
Temperature in the district begins to rise from the middle of February till May. With 
the onset of southwest monsoon in Ju ne, the temperature decreases by about 2°C 

and is more or less uniform during the monsoon period. From October onwards the 
temperature steeply declines till December/ January. The mean daily maximum 

temperature increases from coast to west of the district where as mean daily 
minimum temperature decreases from coast to western part of the district.  

The relative humidity in the district is of the order of 80 percent in the 

mornings throughout the year, where as in the evenings the relative humidity varies 

from about 70 to more than 80 percent Winds in the district are generally light to 

moderate in speed with some strengthening during summer and the early part of 

the southwest monsoon season with directions mostly between south and west.

The Srikakulam district is a northern coastal district of Andhra Pradesh and covering 

an area of 5,837 sq.km with a distribution of 4,260 habitations in 38 mandals. The 

analysis reveals that out of 4260  habitations, 1027 habitations are not having 

connectivity with BT & CC road. The total number of PR roads are 1,966 and its 

spatial length is 3,392 km, of which BT is 1,165 km, 189 km CC, 675 km WBM, 1,044 

km Gravel and 319 km Earthen surface. Figure -5 shows the spatial distribution of PR 

roads, connected and unconnected habitations with BT & CC roads in the district. 

NH16 is passing through Srikakulam city covering a length of 215 km in the district. 

APSAC carried out   detailed mapping of Panchayat raj r oads using high resolution 

satellite data and developed a web application (APSAC, 2017a).
